JULIA'S SWEET POTATO SALAD

In Florida, where Thanksgiving is often a warm day, you might consider serving this instead of
the usual hot potato dish with your turkey... also goes great with hot dogs or hamburgers.

3 pounds sweet potatoes peeled and cut into 1/2" cubes
Salt to taste

2/3 cup mayonnaise 1 cup sour cream 1 tb. sugar

1 tb. grated orange zest 2 th. ginger 1 th. cinnamon

3 cups chopped celery 1 cup walnut pieces 1 cup raisins or cranberries (dried)
1 jar bacon bits 1/2 cup sliced scallions

1 20 oz. can crushed pineapple, well drained

Boil sweet potato cubes for approx.10 minutes in salted boiling water until just cooked
through (do not over boil). Dr ain and cool. Combine mayonnaise, sour cream, sugar, orange
zest and ginger in non-reactive bowl. Put rest of ingredients in large mixing bowl and pour
mayo mixture over the top and mix carefully, without breaking potatoes. Chill several hours.
This keepsfor up to 4 days. Serve cold. Makes 12-14 servings.
